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FITTING PROCEDURE 

 

1. 1. Remove the sun visors using Phillips Head 
Screwdriver.  Remove the EIGHT grab handles 
( 6 short and 2 long ) from the pillars using 
10mm socket. 

 

2. Remove the plugs located around the 
periphery of the ceiling by twisting clip and 
pulling down.  They are located at the front at 
the driver’s side, the rear of the ceiling at the 
right & left side of the vehicle and above the 
rear windscreen. 
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3. Remove the interior light. 

1st remove clear cover with plastic pry tool 

2nd pry lever tabs on opposite corners of light 
assembly to release 

 

4. Carefully remove centre roof console and 
unplug. 

• Console is held on by 4 pop in tabs 

• Pull Console down using pry tools 

 

5. Pull down the door seals so the interior trim 
can be removed. 

 

6. Remove the front and rear top seatbelt 
mounts. Do not use power tools to remove 
or install seatbelt hardware.

7. Remove the plastic trim from the front, 
middle and rear pillars on each side of the 
vehicle.  They can simply be pulled away to 
be released from their mounting clips. 

 

8. Carefully lower the headlining as shown in 
the adjacent diagram.  It does not need to 
be totally removed.

FITTING PROCEDURE 

 

9. Once you can gain access behind the liner 
roughly gauge where the rear mounting feet 
will be located (explained in step 11). The 
tape holding spiral tubing will need to be cut 
in order for it to be moved out of the way so 
it is not damaged whilst drilling and during 
the installation. Once the installation is 
complete this can be reattached using tape. 

 

10. Remove the exterior roof trim from both 
sides of the vehicle.  Take care not to bend 
the trim, as it will be reused.   

 

11. Position the rear mounting blocks as 
shown.  Use a steel rule to locate the rear 
face of the rear mounting block 170mm 
from the roof trim clip as shown.  

12. Once satisfied that the block is accurately 
positioned, use the block as a template to 
drill its rear-mounting hole through the roof 
of the vehicle with a 6.5mm drill bit. 

13. Next, fasten the block to the roof, using the 
newly drilled hole, with a M6 x 40 pan head 
bolt and nyloc nut.  Proceed to drill the 
second mounting hole for the block, again 
using each block as a template for the drill. 
Undo the M6 bolt and remove the roof-rack 
mounting block. 

14. Repeat steps 11 – 13 for the front mounting 
blocks, except this time rear face is 
1070mm from the roof trim clip. 
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15. Remove all burs and sharp edges from the 
newly drilled holes. 

16. Paint the holes with rust prevention paint. 

 

17. Cut the Foam packers to suit the mount 
blocks and stick to the bottom of the foot. 

18. Apply a small amount of silicon to the 
underside of the screw heads of the M6 x 
40 button head screws. 

 
 
 

 
NOTE:  If using Spacer Kit #17914120, install 
Spacer between Rubber Packer R’Rack and 
Dual Car MNT Foot  (see below). Replace M6x40 
bolt with supplied M6x50 bolt #6152322 

 

19. Place the foam gasket & mounting block 
onto the vehicle roof. Feed the M6 x 40 
button head bolts through the mounting 
blocks and vehicle roof. 

20. On the underside of the roof fit the 
clamping plate, flat washers and nyloc 
nuts and tighten the nut to specification. 

Use the same hardware for all four rack-
mounting blocks.

21. Cut the roof trim that was removed earlier 
at step 10 to fit neatly around the roof rack 
mounting blocks.  There will be six pieces 
in total for both sides of the roof. 

  

22. The fitting kit includes two pieces of 
double-sided tape to be cut into equal 
lengths of 50mm (12 pieces).  Apply tape 
to each end of the roof trim pieces and 
stick the roof trim back in place by 
following steps 1 – 8 in reverse order. 

Make sure the seat belt bolt is torqued to 
specification.

  24. Place the BASE RACK face down on a clean 
flat surface. Provide protection to the top face 
of BASE RACK to avoid marking of surfaces

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25. Insert 2, M8 x 20 Studs into 4 of the Stud 
Plates as shown. 

 

26. Check the position of the mounting plates 
(circled in image) on the blade brackets in 
relation to the channels on the BASE RACK.  

 27. Insert the previously assembled stud plates 
into the correct BASE RACK channels. 
Rotate the plates 90 degrees. 

 
28. Flip the blade brackets over so they are 

upside down and carefully place on top of the 
BASE RACK. When doing so ensure the M8 
studs in the stud plates go through the slots. 
Then secure the blade brackets to the BASE 
RACK using M8 flat washers and nyloc nuts.

Using the previously recorded 
measurements, adjust the location of the 
blade bracket on the BASE RACK.  

Ensure the distance between the blade 
bracket and the edge of the tray is the same 
on both sides. Fully tighten all M8 nyloc nuts 
to specified torque.

30. If fitting an air deflector or BASE RACK 
lightbar it should be fitted to the BASE 
RACK at this point. Refer to instructions 
provided with the air deflector or BASE

31. With assistance, carefully place the BASE 
RACK on the vehicle so the inside of the 
blade brackets rests on the outside of the 
mounting blocks. The entire BASE RACK 
assembly should be clear of the vehicle 
roof. All mounting holes/slots should align 
closely.
