Adjustment 2

backwards to fine tune
the position of the lid.

If the lid is sitting too far
forward or too far rear-
ward the hinges can be
moved together.
Loosen hinge fastening
hardware.

Wind the grub screw
outward so that it sits
flush with the hinge
surface. This will allow
you to adjust all compo-
nents simultaneously.
Shift the hinges in
small increments and
re-check offsets until
satisfied.
